Good Living without Nothing – Cooking Show

Cooking Performance by Götz Bury
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What to do when one ends up in precarious circumstances?

A crash course for all those who want to learn the art of living from nothing!

In the style of professional TV chef, Götz Bury holds courses for all those who count themselves amongst the rapidly growing legion of international precarity, those who intend to join it, or those who simply sympathize with it. In a very accessible manner, he presents techniques that can contribute to survival within globalized conditions.

In his workshop, Bury demonstrates how a befitting cook's uniform in the fashion of the legendary Paul Bocuse can be conjured up from one’s last shirt, how a bow and arrow can be crafted from old skis to shoot a holiday roast in the park, or how to make a stove from a tin can where the brought down pigeon or duckling will braise. Cutting a knife out of a piece of a kitchen sink stands on the program, as well as whittling a cooking spoon from an old pallet plank. On top of that, diverse fire-starting techniques – from the methods of experimental archaeology to the more advanced techniques from the city slicker's bag of tricks. The preparation of dishes such as sawdust bread, slug toast or grass soup is understood, but also the brewing of small beer (unfortunately bypassing of the Purity Law of 1516) and for table decoration, the casting of candles from ski wax with wicks braided from holey socks.

And the most exquisite delicacies: limitless false caviar, sawdust cake ad nauseum, an endless stream of whey champagne!

To wind it up, experiences can be exchanged while puffing a self-stuffed cigarette of grass and foliage.

Naturally, the visitors will be indulged with taste samples!

Performance Duration: 1 1/2 hours 

Recipes Section:

Marbled Sawdust Cake with False Poppy Seed Filling:

1/2 kg mahogany sawdust, 1/2 kg white beech sawdust, 250 g foot flour*, water as needed, baking powder. Finely sift the mahogany and white beech sawdust and separately mix each with foot flour and baking powder. Knead each with water into a dough, roll it out as good as possible and then stack them alternately in light and dark layers.

False Poppy Seed Filling: Mix 70 g depleted substitute coffee grounds with 3 boiled and shredded potatoes and some water, thereto shredded apricot pits and some sweetener.

Wrap the false poppy seed filling in the marbled sawdust dough and bake in the oven for one hour at medium heat.

Substitute Whipped Cream:

Mix skim milk powder, whey and water and bring to boil. Grate in a raw potato and bring again to a boil. Chill over night, season with sweetener and then whip.

Fills without upsetting the stomach.

Or: Boil the soaking water from dried peas, thicken with some flour, chill and whip until creamy.

False Caviar: Cook up a hearty brew from fish bones and remains. Add semolina and let it swell up. Season with onions, pickles and sweetener.

Whey Champagne:

Sprinkle dried yeast into 1 liter of whey (waste products from the dairy) and leave covered for one day. Fill into bottles and again let it develop for one day. Enrich with compressed air when necessary.

*With foot flour, one refers to the flour fallen to the floor in bakeries and mills, which is swept up for further usage. The slightly moldy taste as well as the excitingly high mite percentage of up to 20% is very representative.
